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In this section we will be adding the 300B valve base’s to the chassis . The
diagram below shows the completed procedure. There is a copy of this in the
appendix that you can take out of the manual.

2) Install the 300B valve base’s in the chassis – The valve base has 4 pins on it
– install with the smaller pins facing the back of the chassis

3) Use the M3 6mm screws and M3 Nuts to secure the valve base’s

4) Secure the 11mm hex spacer to the two inner M3 6mm screws. This is where
the tag strip will be located

With the valve base inserted cut the supplied tag strip so that it can be fitted
between the two hex spacers

5) Enlargen the end holes so that the tag strip can be fitted over the hex spacers.
The holes do not line up perfectly so you need to edge the holes in the tag strip
to get it to fit.



6) Install the tag strip on the hex spacers and secure with a washer and M3 6mm
screw

It may be a good idea to mark up the pin numbers on the valve base with a pencil
for easy access to 300B pins..



7) The next step is to mount the resistors, wire and capacitors – refer to Figure
300B-1 . The 1K8 9 watt resistors are situated in parallel. Solder them to each
other as shown

8) Form the resistor leads so that it connects to the tag strip and to the 300B
valve base – but dont solder yet!

9)  Cut two (2)  lengths of 25cm black wire along with two (2)  lengths of 25 cm
red wire and two (2) lengths of 25cm brown wire.

By looking at the diagram Figure 300B-1 at the beginning of this section you will
notice that pin 3 of each 300B valve base has several wires connecting to it. In
order that only one solder connection is made – make sure that the resistor lead
along with the short wire going to the tag strip as well as the 25cm brown wire
are all connected to this point (pin3 of 300B) before soldering. Proceed:



10) Connect the brown wire to pin3 of the 300B base along with the resistor lead
and a short wire that will be soldered to the tag stip. ( you can choose the color
and length since it is a very short piece) Solder this joint.

11) Then insert the black wire along with the resistor lead where the resistor lead
connects to the tag strip and solder this point –

12) Solder the 220uf 100V electrolytic capacitors to the tag strip such that the
negative sides are connected to the center pins of the tag strip . These are both
ground.

10) Solder the red wire to pin4 of each 300B base.

These wiring connections are repeated for the other 300B valve base until you
have something like this.



11) . When completed twist the red and brown pairs together along with the black
pair of wires. These will all be used during the interwiring stage of the amplifier .

This completes the 300B section – The twisted black pair will be going to the
power supply board during inter-wiring and the red and brown pairs will be going
to the filament board .
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
